About Taito City’s After-School 
Support Programs 

 

(1) Kodomo Club  

(After-School Childcare Center) 
This is a space for play and daily activities for 
children whose parents cannot be at home during 
the day due to work or other commitments. 
⚫ Capacity is limited. There are eligibility 

requirements, and an application must be 
submitted and reviewed. 

⚫ Fees apply. (care fee, extended care fee, and 
snack fee) 

⚫ The program is also available on Saturdays 
and during long holidays. 

⚫ The latest departure time is 6:00 p.m. 
(Extended use until 7:00 p.m.) 

 

 

(2) Afterschool Children’s 

Classrooms 
This program provides learning, sports, and 
various experiences and exchange activities for 
all children in participating elementary schools. 
⚫ No capacity limit. Pre-registration is required. 
⚫ No charges. (Accident insurance fee of 800 yen 

is required) 
⚫ The program does not operate on Saturdays. 

The program is available during long holidays. 
⚫ The latest departure time is from 4:45 p.m. to 

6:00 p.m. 
(The time may vary depending on the school.)

(3) Children Halls 

These are facilities for all children aged 0 to 18, 
providing wholesome play opportunities to promote 
health and enrich emotional well-being. 
Children should return home from school to drop off 
their backpacks (randoseru) before coming to a 
children hall. 
⚫ No capacity limit. An entry slip must be submitted 

each time the facility is used. 
⚫ No charges. 
⚫ The program is also available on Saturdays and 

during long holidays. 
⚫ The latest departure time is 6:00 p.m.

(4) Children Hall Backpack 

(Randoseru) Program 
Elementary school students whose parents 
are unavailable during the day due to work or 
caregiving can go directly to the Children’s 
Hall from school. 
⚫ Pre-registration is required. There is a daily 

capacity limit. 
⚫ No charges. 
⚫ The program does not operate on 

Saturdays or during long holidays.
